June 29: Day in Huacachina. Vineyard tour. Duna Camp with Stargazing 
 
Meals Included: Breakfast, Lunch and Dinner 
Accommodation: Huacachina Duna Camp – “Glamping” experience 
 
The group will enjoy breakfast at your hotel before meeting your tour guide and driver in the 
lobby. You will have a 4.5-hour drive from Lima to reach Duna Camp Huacachina, which is an 
amazing dessert oasis. Along the way you will visit several vineyards that specialize in growing 
grapes specifically used for Peru’s famous drink – Pisco, along with delicious wines.  
 

During your vineyards tours, you will have the option to try various samples of pisco and wines, 
while taking in the breathtaking views of gorgeous vineyards.  
 
Upon reaching the camp the group will enjoy lunch following by a few amazing activities in the 
dunes that surround your camp. Your guide will lead you on a dune buggy adventure suitable for 
riders and adventurers of all skill levels. Following this you will have the opportunity to enjoy 
sand boarding. 
 
In the evening you will have a wonderful group dinner followed by star gazing! This is an amazing 
place in the world for star gazing as there is virtually no light pollution nearby. Your guide will be 
able to explain various constellations (which look upside down to those from North America), 
and their significance to the Inca people.

June 30: Paracas Ballestas Island Visit. Lima City Tour. 5-Star Dinner in Lima. 

Meals Included: Breakfast, Lunch and Dinner 
Accommodation: Casa Andina in Miraflores 
 

The group will enjoy breakfast together before driving back towards Lima. Along the way you will 
stop and visit the Paracas Ballestas Islands, which are abundant in wildlife and will make for a 
unique and fun memory. The group will have the chance to see sea lions, penguins, flamingos 
and more! The Ballestas Islands are a group of small rock formations that act as a sanctuary for 
large populations of native birds and marine animals. The wildlife on the Ballestas Islands is so 
abundant and diverse that they are often referred to as the “Peruvian Galápagos”.  
 

After arriving to Lima your tour guide will take through the great city of Lima. You will experience 
the city’s 3 historic periods: Pre-hispanic, Colonial and Modern. 
 

First, enjoy a panoramic view of “La Huaca Pucllana”, followed by touring Historic Downtown 
Lima. Downtown Lima is full of palaces, museums, mansions, churches and squares. The tour of 
downtown will end with a visit to the residential district in San Isidro and unforgettable views of 
the Pacific Ocean from the Miraflores District. The group will also several museums as well as 
Plaza San Martin, Lima’s Cathedral, the catacombs and more.  
 

Following your tour of Lima your group will enjoy a world-class culinary experience at one of 
Lima’s highly rated restaurants. Lima boasts 3 of the top 20 restaurants in the world, including 2 
in the top 5! Following dinner, the group will stay in the hip and fun area of Lima called Miraflores. 
 

  
 

  
 



 

 

July 1: Flight to Puerto Maldonado and Cruise to Inkaterra Reserva Amazonica 
 
Meals Included: Breakfast, Lunch and Dinner 
Accommodation: Inkaterra Reserva Amazonica 
 

NOTE: While in the Amazon your tours will be “a la carte”, you will have a variety of activities to 
choose from each day depending on the season, weather and group size. The activities 

highlighted below are examples of the types of activities you will have access to. 
 

You will eat an early breakfast and then walk across the skybridge back to the LIM airport for your 
flight to Puerto Maldonado (PEM). You will start your adventure into the rain forest in the jungle 
town of Puerto Maldonado. Our staff will meet you at the airport and escort you to a boat, during 
your boat ride, you will spot an abundance of jungle wildlife! 
 

It takes approximately 45-minutes to reach Inkaterra Reserva Amazonica. This river journey will 
serve as your first introduction to the rain forest. Upon arriving to the hotel, you will have an 
hour or so to relax in hammocks and eat a light lunch. In the late afternoon, you will be invited 
to enter the forest you saw from the river accompanied by a naturalist guide. 
 

Your naturalist guide will point out local plants indigenous to this area of the world. You will 
discover and learn about the animals who make this jungle their home. 
 

After arriving back to lodge you will enjoy an Amazonian-inspired dinner, which is served with a 
complimentary pisco-sour in the main dining room from 19:00-22:00. After dinner you will return 
to your cabaña, where you can listen to the sounds of critters that live in the rainforest.

You will begin the day with a light walk through the jungle to Lake Condenado. Once you reach 
the lake, you will board wooden canoes and explore the system of rivers and lakes that stretch 
out before you. From here you will discover the abundance of wildlife, flora and fauna that make 
up this incredible place on earth. 
 
Forest lake systems are the best places to spot birds and other wildlife. After you’ve had your fill 
of the water systems, you will make your way back to the lodge for dinner.

After enjoying a delicious breakfast at the lodge, you will begin another day exploring the jungle. 
Today you will go deeper into the forest in order to visit the wetland system around Lake 
Sachavacayoc. 
 
The forests around this beautiful lake teem with bird life, and the waters are home to black 
caiman and giant river otters. Your guide will take you to the best spots to view as much wildlife 
as possible! 
 
Once you’ve thoroughly explored this part of the jungle, you will make your way back to the 
lodge. Once at the Eco Lodge in the afternoon, you will have time to relax in a hammock or 
explore the clearly marked trail system on your own.
